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Question of the Week 

 

The figure of a man blind from birth is a 

fitting image of the human condition 
known as original sin. Without personal 

fault or responsibility, the man is 
nonetheless truly “in the dark” of a sinful 
world. John tells the story of the man’s 

cure by Jesus in a way that reveals who it 
is that is truly blind—those who 

stubbornly refuse to accept Jesus as the 
light of the world (John 8:12). Social sin 
is not the same as original sin, but flows 

from it, and is the cumulative result of 
human choices to turn away from the 

light. The dramatic unfolding of John’s 
story gives eloquent expression to the 
way individuals in a community compound 

their blindness, to their own and others’ 
detriment. Everyone gets involved—the 

man’s neighbors, his family, those who 
had seen him begging, the Pharisees—
and the evil grows until, in an act that is 

surely filled with Johannine irony, the 
man is expelled from the synagogue for 

acknowledging Jesus as the Messiah. 

Indeed, it is precisely because we are 

offered salvation in Jesus that we are 
enabled to more clearly identify our 
original alienation from God. The very 

notion of a fallen state, a harmful 
captivity, a loss which is termed “original 

sin” is the opposite pole of the Good News 
of our release and liberation through the 
life, death, and resurrection of Jesus 

through God’s Mercy.

    One of these is a profound reverence for the great gift of life, their own lives and the lives of others, along with readi-
ness to spend themselves in serving all that preserves and enhances life.

Yet it is necessary to make 
the effort.  For Vatican II speaks of the “surpassing ministry of safeguarding life” and declares that “from the moment of 
its conception life must be guarded with the greatest care” (Gaudium et Spes, 51).

Lectionary:   

    The Christian tradition has always held tightly to the image of light as a symbol of enlightenment and knowledge, and 
the image of seeing as a symbol of realization and acceptance. In today’s Gospel these themes are dominant. We hear 
the well-known, ironic story of the man born blind. The Gospel invites us to consider for ourselves how well we know 
and believe in the prophet from Nazareth who claims to the Messiah, this prophet whom we know to be the Son of God. 
    The man born blind is healed by Jesus. Some of the religious authorities use it as an occasion to challenge Jesus and 
His actions. Through a series of questions the man born blind comes to deeper understanding of who Jesus is. 
    This man is a model for the elect. The elect are growing in understanding, knowledge and appreciation of the messi-
anic identity of Jesus Christ. Their eyes are being opened to the salvation Christ offers. 
    The Second reading form the letter of Saint Paul to Ephesians also includes light as primary symbol. 
    The light that comes from God illumines our sight, thoughts, choices, and behavior. This is the essence of the First 
Reading form the first book of Samuel. David is chosen and anointed as king. He is the youngest of Jesse’s sons and 
considered the least eligible for this important role. Yet, the reading reminds us that “not as man sees does God see, be-
cause . . . the LORD looks into the heart” (v. 7).  As the chosen one of God, David prefigures Jesus the Christ—the 
Anointed One of God ( the literal meaning of the word messiah.)
