Palm Sunday of the Lord's Passion - March 16, 2008

Today is the only day that there are two proclamations of the Gospel during the same liturgy. The first takes place at
the beginning of the liturgy and is from Matthew. This Gospel recalls Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem. The second Gospel is
in usual place within the Liturgy of Word. This Gospel is also from Matthew and is the proclamation of Passion of the
Lord.

The ritual formulas and gestures—the introductory dialogue, the crossing of forehead, lips and heart, incensation, and
candles—are only used during the proclamation of the Gospel during the Introductory Rite. In contrast, the proclama-
tion of the Passion within the Liturgy of the Word does not use the usual ritual formulas.

The First Reading is from Isaiah’s song of the suffering servant. In the face of trial and persecution it ends on a note of
faith and hopefulness in God. Christians have always seen Isaiah’s suffering servant as prefiguring Christ. Like Christ,
the suffering servant’s self-emptying sacrifice is rooted in his faith in God.

The Second Reading from Saint Paul’s letter to the Philippians is one of the earliest hymns of praise to Christ. It sings
of the self-emptying love of Christ and how the glory of God shone through Him in His Ultimate sacrifice.

Question of the Week

From Palms to the Passion

Jesus entered the city of Jerusalem to crowds
singing and shouting “Hosanna to the Son of David”
and “Blessed is he who comes in the name of the
Lord.” Mere days later, those same crowds watched
him stand, chained and beaten, and shouted “Crucify
him! Crucify him.” At the Last Supper, Peter swore
that he would never deny or abandon Jesus. He was
even prepared to fight for Jesus when the soldiers
came for Him in the garden. Hours later, Peter denied
Him not once, but three times. He swore that he did
not even know Jesus.

The people in the crowds may have been
swayed by those around them; praising or
condemning because that’s what everyone else was
doing. Maybe they were unsure about their belief;
maybe they didn’t want to stand out from the crowd
for fear of being different or being ridiculed. It’s
often easy for us to talk about God and say that we
believe in Him when we are around those who
believe. It’s easy to sing songs of praise at Mass and
to talk about your relationship with Jesus at CYO or a
faith sharing group. It’s not so easy when we are at
school or work, surrounded by people who do not
believe and who might mock us for our beliefs. Do we
still believe and act like it, or do we keep quiet and go
along with the crowd? How often do we come to
Mass on Sunday and proclaim Jesus as God only to
deny Him on Monday in our words and actions?

Peter was in an even more difficult position.
He had lived with Christ for three years. He had seen
His miracles and heard His words. He knew that Jesus
was the Son of God, the Messiah. Yet, he denied Him.
Peter knew that if he was associated with Jesus, he
could be arrested and possibly Killed. Years later,
Peter was martyred for faith in Christ. Are we
prepared to die rather than deny Jesus? Is our faith
strong enough to stand such a test?
