    THE GOSPEL for this Sunday is from the section of John’s tenth chapter in which Jesus refers to Himself not as the 
Shepherd, but as the Gate. The message is clear—one cannot enter the sheepfold unless he or she goes through Christ. A 
person must first pass through Him—as in the waters of Baptism—to enter eternal life. 
    FIRST READING: Acts of the Apostles recounts the end of Saint Peter’s Pentecost sermon—the Baptism of some three 
thousand persons. The Spirit of Christ is active in the early Church, which keeps growing and spreading throughout the 
area. 
    SECOND READING: the first letter of Peter continues the imagery of Christ as the Shepherd, the one who brings back 
the straying sheep. In Him we are healed, Saint Peter writes; in Him we find our guardian. 

NOTES FROM THE PASTOR 
We have been working very hard to try to give confidence to some vocations in our parish.  Bishop Coakley, Fr. 

Alexander and I had supper with I believe it was six young men early in the Fall, then spent the evening sharing our own 
vocations stories and answering any questions the young men might have.  Within the last month Rick Binder and I shared 
a short (about 20 min.) DVD called “Fishers of Men” with eleven young men.  The video is a fast-paced, documentary 
style display of priesthood and how it is a call that is extraordinary and well worth the sacrifices it might require.  
Afterward Rick shared some of his own thoughts about priesthood and how he sees qualities in each of these young men 
that could be developed into a priestly vocation.  I, likewise, answered questions and shared my own day-to-day 
experiences about priesthood.  Several of these young men told their parents it was an interesting evening and that, yes, it 
had them thinking. 

I told Rick our next move is to arrange an evening or two for the parents of these young men to view the video and 
ask any questions they might have about seminary and priesthood.  It is very important that young men who might be 
considering priesthood have their parents support.  I am very grateful that this suggestion was given to me at the Parish 
Council meeting when I was sharing about the video “Fishers of Men” which they Parish Council had viewed earlier.  
Keep these eleven to twelve young men we have been concentrating on, all of whom are seniors in high school or early 
college, in your prayers. 

My personal goal, and I hope you will join with me in this goal, is to have at the very least two young men in the 
seminary by the time our new church is dedicated.  That is roughly two years away.  I believe this is a very realistic goal in 
fact I thought about making the goal four, but decided I had better not get too ambitious to start.  Two years, two 
seminarians; it is a good goal which could serve us well in the future. 
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Question of the Week 
 

Following the Shepherd 
 

 Anyone who has dealt with sheep knows 
that sheep are not exceptionally intelligent and 
independent creatures. They wander off and have no 
defense against predators. They desperately need a 
shepherd to guide them and to keep them safe. The 
Lord knows that, like sheep, we can do nothing on 
our own. We cannot hope to be holy, to attain 
heaven, or even to be truly happy without His help.  
 
 Because our God is a loving God, He does 
not abandon us, leaving us to fend for ourselves. 
Instead, He shepherds us, leading us to green 
pastures, giving us a good example, and showing us 
the way to go. 
 
 Throughout history, God has spoken to His 
people, guiding them in the way of truth. In the 
early days, He spoke through the prophets and 
judges of Israel. In the fullness of time, He spoke to 
us through His Son, Christ Jesus. While Christ does 
not walk among us as He did with the Apostles, 
God continues to speak to us through Jesus even 
today. Through His word, through those who teach 
us about Jesus, through our consciences, and 
through the lives of the saints, we can hear the voice 
of God speaking to us. 
 
 God promises to guide and protect us. For 
our part, we must learn to recognize His voice in 
our lives. We must realize that without Him we are 
nothing and trust in Him to keep us safe and guide 
us to eternal happiness.

Stewardship – A Disciple’s Response (U.S. Catholic Bishops) 

Turning from Sin to the Gospel 

    Sin causes people to turn in on themselves; to become grasping and exploitative toward possessions and other people; 
to grow accustomed to conducting relationships not by the standards of generous stewardship but by the calculus of self-
interest:  “What’s in it for me?”  Constantly, Christians must beg God for the grace of conversion:  the grace to know 
who they are, to whom they belong, how they are to live – the grace to repent and change and grow, the grace to become 
good disciples and stewards. 

    But if they do accept God’s grace and, repenting, struggle to change, God will respond like the father of the Prodigal 
Son.  “Filled with compassion” at seeing his repentant child approaching after a long and painful separation, this loving 
parent “ran to his son, embraced him and kissed him” even before the boy could stammer out the words of sorrow he had 
rehearsed (Lk 15:20).  God’s love is always there.  The Spirit of wisdom and courage helps people seek pardon and be 
mindful, in the face of all their forgetting, that the most important work of their lives is to be Jesus’ disciples. 

    Thus, the stewardship of disciples is not reducible only to one task or another.  It involves embracing, cultivating, en-
joying, sharing – and sometimes also giving up – the goods of human life.  Christians live this way in the confidence that 
comes from faith:  for they know that the human goods they cherish and cultivate will be perfected – and they them-
selves will be fulfilled – in that kingdom, already present, which Christ will bring to perfection and one day hand over to 
the Father.
