The goal of the 
restructuring is to combine and streamline the financial management of both schools by placing responsibility and  
oversight in a single group rather than in separate groups. 
 

Bishop Paul S. Coakley has appointed the following persons to serve on the reorganized board: Ed Stenho, Clare Gustin, 
Teri MacDonald, Glenn Braun, Tim Werth, Larry Reichert and Fr. Daryl Olmstead. 
 

Additionally, Holy Family Elementary Principal Jana Simon, Thomas More Prep-Marian High School Principal Denis 
Coakley and Dr. Nick Compagnone, Superintendent of Diocesan Schools, will serve as ex-officio members of the board. 
 

Each school will retain responsibility for its curriculum and day to day administrative operations. The Holy Family  
Elementary School Advisory Council will be able to focus on providing advice and guidance to Principal Jana Simon 
without having to delve into financial and long term budgetary issues. A new advisory council will be formed to fulfill a 
similar role at Thomas More Prep-Marian High School. 
 

The reorganized board is “officially” scheduled to begin its work on July 1, 2008. However, members of the reorganized 
board are already busy gathering information and figures, getting familiar with the fiscal operations of both schools and 
laying the necessary groundwork so that they will be ready to hit the ground running.

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Question of the Week 
 

I will not leave you orphaned 
 
 In today’s Gospel, Jesus is speaking to His 
Apostles at the Last Supper. He knows what it 
coming. He knows that He will be betrayed, 
condemned, and crucified. He knows that despite their 
devotion to Him, His disciples will waiver, that they 
will feel abandoned.  
 
 Jesus also knows that this story doesn’t end 
with His death, or even with His Resurrection and 
Ascension. He knows that the Apostles and disciples 
will continue on long after His Ascension. Still, He 
reassures them that they will not be abandoned, that 
He will not leave them orphaned. Instead, the 
Advocate, the Holy Spirit, will come to them and 
dwell in them. The Holy Spirit dwells in each of us so 
long as we are in the state of grace. He teaches us, 
guides us to truth, convicts us when we go astray, and 
will witness for us on the last day. As Pope John Paul 
II wrote, the Holy Spirit also reveals us to ourselves. 
  

Man’s intimate relationship with God in the 
Holy Spirit also enables him to understand 
himself, his own humanity, in a new way. Thus 
that image and likeness of God which man is 
from his very beginning is fully realized. This 
intimate truth of the human being has to be 
continually rediscovered in the light of Christ 
who is the prototype of the relationship with 
God. There also has to be rediscovered in

Stewardship – A Disciple’s Response (U.S. Catholic Bishops) 

 
The New Covenant in and through Christ – the reconciliation He effects between humankind and God – forms a 

community:  the new People of God, the Body of Christ, the Church.  The unity of this people is itself a precious good, 
to be cherished, preserved, and built up by lives of love.  The epistle to the Ephesians exhorts Christians to “live in a 
manner worthy of the call you have received, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another 
through love, striving to preserve the unity of the spirit through the bond of peace:  one body and one Spirit, as you were 
also called to the one hope of your call; one Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all” (Eph 4:1-6). 

Because its individual members do collectively make up the Body of Christ, that body’s health and well-being 
are the responsibility of the members – the personal responsibility of each one of us.  We all are stewards of the Church.  
As “to each individual the manifestation of the Spirit is given for some benefit” (1 Cor 12:7), so stewardship in an eccle-
sial setting means cherishing and fostering the gifts of all, while using one’s own gifts to serve the community of faith.  
The rich tradition of tithing set forth in the Old Testament is an expression of this.  (See, for example, Dt 14:22; Lv 
27:30.)  Those who set their hearts upon spiritual gifts must “seek to have an abundance for building up the church” (1 
Cor 14:12).
