In the Gospel according to Saint Matthew, Jesus appears to the disciples on a mountain because 
it was on a mountain that God revealed Himself to Moses and from which Moses taught the 
commandments. Jesus tells the eleven that God has given Him all power (all authority.)  The 
disciples must now teach what Jesus commanded. 
 

Before Jesus returns to His heavenly home, He entrusts everything in His earthly home to His 
disciples with this commission: “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations.” While He 
made the “what” of their commission pretty plain, Jesus left the “how” up to His followers. This 
is a question that continues to occupy people of good will to this day. 
 

Matthew ends the Gospel with Jesus saying, “I will be with you always, until the end of the 
age.”  As disciples who have been commissioned by our Baptism to carry on Jesus’ mission, we 
know that the Risen Christ is and will always be with us, until the end of the age. 
 

In the First Reading we hear the beginning of Acts of the Apostles in which Christ’s Ascension 
is recounted. 
 

The Second Reading confirms that God, in the Resurrection and Ascension of His Son, has put 
all of creation under Christ.  Christ is the Head of the Church, His Body.
