There are a couple of things I would like to offer this week in regard to the new 
church building project. 
Remember our parking is at a premium right now and those folks who are older or 
have difficulty walking would really appreciate it if the parking spaces closer to the 
church could be kept open for them.

Two, we have received a few substantial gifts that got us much closer to the price 
tag for the tower.  However we of course still need more Donations.  If you would like to make a donation toward the 
tower or any other part of the project, please contact Fr.

This week a parishioner called and informed me they were going to take the “Economic Stimulus Check.”  They are 
going to receive from the government and donate it to the church for the building fund.

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Question of the Week 
 

The Birth of a Church 
 
 After the resurrection and ascension of Jesus, 
the apostles have a powerful experience which 
completely transforms them: the experience of 
Pentecost. The coming of the Holy Spirit makes them 
witnesses and prophets (cf. Acts 1:8; 2:17-18). It fills 
them with a serene courage which impels them to pass 
on to others their experience of Jesus and the hope 
which motivates them. The Spirit gives them the 
ability to bear witness to Jesus with “boldness.” When 
the first evangelizers go down from Jerusalem, the 
Spirit becomes even more of a “guide,” helping them 
to choose both those to whom they are to go and the 
places to which their missionary journey is to take 
them. The working of the Spirit is manifested 
particularly in the impetus given to the mission which, 
in accordance with Christ’s words, spreads out from 
Jerusalem to all of Judea and Samaria, and to the 
farthest ends of the earth. 
 
 Our own time, with humanity on the move 
and in continual search, demands a resurgence of the 
Church’s missionary activity. The horizons and 
possibilities for mission are growing ever wider, and 
we Christians are called to an apostolic courage based 
upon trust in the Spirit. He is the principal agent of 
mission! 
 
 The history of humanity has known many 
major turning points which have encouraged 
missionary outreach, and the Church, guided by the 
Spirit, has always responded to them with generosity 
and farsightedness…. Today the Church must face 
other challenges and push forward to new frontiers, 
both in the initial mission...and in the new 
evangelization of those peoples who have already 
heard Christ proclaimed. Today all Christians, the 
particular churches and the universal Church, are 
called to have the same courage that inspired the 
missionaries of the past, and the same readiness to 
listen to the voice of the Spirit.

LECTIONARY     
THE FIRST READING for the solemnity of Pentecost is the great story form Acts in which Luke recounts the descent of 
the Holy Spirit. Amid the wind and the fire, the disciples are transformed and the Church is born. The setting the story is 
the international gathering in Jerusalem for the feast. The Gospel begins to be preached and the Good News of Jesus 
Christ, crucified, buried and risen in glory, begins to spread.  
    THE SECOND READING is from Saint Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians. Paul asserts that no one can proclaim or 
confess that Jesus is Lord without the presence and action of the Holy Spirit. He then speaks of the different and various 
gifts that the Holy Spirit bring to members of the Church. Through an image of the body, he emphasizes the unity of 
these gifts—the Holy Spirit is the source. 
    TODAY’S GOSPEL is according to John. In the Gospel account, the giving of the Holy Spirit happens not on the 
Pentecost, but on the day of Resurrection.  In the post-Resurrection appearance, Christ not only gives His gift of peace to 
the disciples, but also the Holy Spirit. None of the other Gospel accounts refer Christ bestowing the Holy Spirit. 

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of thy Faithful; 
and enkindle in them the fire of Thy love. Send 
forth Thy Spirit and they shall be created, and 
thou shalt renew the face of the earth.

Stewardship – A Disciple’s Response (U.S. Catholic Bishops) 

Evangelization and Stewardship 
     In various ways, then, stewardship of the Church leads people to share in the work of evangelization or proclaiming 
the good news, in the work of catechesis or transmitting and strengthening the faith, and in works of justice and mercy 
on behalf of persons in need.  Stewardship requires support for the Church’s institutions and programs for these pur-
poses.  But, according to their opportunities and circumstances, members of the Church also should engage in such ac-
tivities personally and on their own initiative. 
     Parents, for instance, have work of great importance to do in the domestic church, the home.  Within the family, they 
must teach their children the truths of the faith and pray with them; share Christian values with them in the face of pres-
sures to conform to the hostile values of a secularized society; and initiate them into the practice of stewardship itself, in 
all its dimensions, contrary to today’s widespread consumerism and individualism.  This may require adjusting the fam-
ily’s own patterns of consumption and its life-style, including the use of television and other media which sometimes 
preach values in conflict with the mind of Christ.  Above all, it requires that parents themselves be models of steward-
ship, especially by their selfless service to one another, to their children, and to church and community needs.
