THE FIRST READING, taken from the book of Exodus, recounts the revelation of the Lord by 
the proclamation of His name to Moses.  Having come down in a cloud, the Lord stood with 
Moses there and proclaimed His name, “Lord.”  Thus the Lord passed before him and cried out, 
“The Lord, the Lord, a merciful and gracious God, slow to anger and rich in kindness and fidel-
ity.”  Here the Lord claims the divine attributes of mercy, graciousness, kindness, and faithful-
ness. 
 
IN THE SECOND READING, Paul uses the Triune salutation, which is one of the options for 
the opening greeting by the priest at Mass.  “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of 
God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with all of you.” 
 
IN THE GOSPEL, the attributes mentioned in the First Reading and are shown and summed up 
in John’s account of the Gospel. We hear one the most well-known verses of scripture: God 
loved the world so much that he gave his only Son so that everyone who believes in him might 
not perish but might have eternal life. (John 3:16) 
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Question of the Week 
 

A Community of Love 
 

 Today we celebrate one of the central 
mysteries of the Christian faith: the Trinity. The 
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are three 
distinct Persons, yet they are One God. While this is 
a great mystery, it also reveals something profound 
about God: 
 

God's very being is love. By sending his 
only Son and the Spirit of Love in the 
fullness of time, God has revealed his 
innermost secret: God himself is an 
eternal exchange of love, Father, Son and 
Holy Spirit, and he has destined us to 
share in that exchange. (Catechism of the 
Catholic Church, no. 221) 

 
 What difference does this make? Belief in 
the Trinity is belief in a God who is personal. God 
is not some far off thing, but Divine Persons bound 
together in a community of life-giving love. 
 
 Faith in God, then, is not simply agreeing to 
certain facts, it is an entering into that relationship 
of love. God loves us more than we could ever 
imagine, and we are called to love Him in return. If 
we do not respond in love, our faith is invariably 
lacking something vital. 
 
 Just as God’s love does not end with the 
Trinity, so our love for God should not end with 
Him. We are also called to share that love with 
those around us. Love of God is inexorably linked 
with love of neighbor. To share in the divine 
community of love, we must also share in the 
human community of love.

This 
is a wonderful way to memorialize family members and 
help your Church.
