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Tenth Sunday in Ordinary Time - June 8, 2008

THE GOSPEL presents the calling of Matthew who was known as the tax collector Levi. As Matthew leaves his
collection table to follow the Lord, the Pharisees criticize Jesus for eating and associating with tax collectors and sinners.
Jesus notes the well-known adage that a doctor does not call on the healthy people, but on those who are sick. He asserts
that He has come to call on those just like the tax collector.

IN THE FIRST READING from the book of the prophet Hosea, the Lord specifies that it is love and knowledge of
Him that He wants from us, not empty religious practices.

THE SECOND READING taken from the letter to Romans tells of Abraham and Sarah’s faith. Paul recalls how,
strengthened in that faith, Abraham gave glory to God. Together, today’s readings speak of the praise and glory we are
to give God as His beloved children.

Question of the Week

Calling Sinners to be Saints

While IRS collectors and auditors won’t
make it on a list of America’s top 100 people, we do
not view them as harshly as the Israelites viewed the
tax collectors of their time. Working for the Roman
invaders and often abusing their power by
overcharging or taking bribes, tax collectors fell
somewhere around the level we would put drug
dealers, prostitutes, or dirty cops. Keeping that in
mind, it’s not difficult to imagine Matthew looking
behind him trying to figure out just who Jesus was
talking to when He said, “Follow me.” This holy
teacher could not be talking to him, a public sinner
and religious outcast. Surely, He was talking to
someone holier, more respected, less reviled; a
Pharisee or a Sadducee; a good, respectable Jew.
Yet it was him, a tax collector, that Jesus wanted.
Despite the initial shock at Jesus calling such a man,
Matthew did follow Him, wrote one of the Gospels,
and became a saint.

We, too, think that God couldn’t possibly
be calling us. We hear in the readings that “the
harvest is plenty, but the laborers are few.” We see
the obvious need for vocations to the priesthood and
religious life. We know that Faith Formation needs
teachers and aides. We hear readings calling us to
evangelize or homilies about the universal call to
holiness. Still, we think that God is really calling
someone else, some holy person, not us; that we are
not good enough to do any of that. We look at the
saints and think that we could never be that holy,
despite the fact that many of the great saints started
out as great sinners.

Yet, just like Jesus really was calling
Matthew, God is calling us. He is calling us to
teach, to evangelize, and to pray. He is calling us
into relationship with Him. He is calling us to the
priesthood or religious life. Each and every one of
us is called to “be holy as your Father in heaven is
holy.” God is looking at each one of us as He says,
“Follow Me.” Will we stop looking behind us and
answer that call?

Stewardship — A Disciple’s Response (U.S. Catholic Bishops)
Extreme disparities in wealth and power block unity and communion.
Disparities exist today between person and person, social class and social class, nation and nation. They are con-

trary to that virtue of solidarity, grounded in charity, which Pope John Paul Il commends as the basis of a world order
embodying “a new model of the unity of the human race” whose “supreme model” is the intimate life of the Trinity itself
(Sollicitudo Rei Socialis, 40). Familiarity with the Church’s growing body of social doctrine is necessary in order to
grasp and respond to the practical requirements of discipleship and stewardship in light of the complex realities of to-
day’s national and international socioeconomic life.

Social justice, which the pastoral letter Economic Justice for All calls a kind of contributive justice, is a particu-
lar aspect of the virtue of solidarity. Encompassing the duty of “all who are able to create the goods, services, and other
nonmaterial or spiritual values necessary for the welfare of the whole community,” it gives moral as well as economic
content to the concept of productivity. Thus productivity “cannot be measured solely by its output of goods and ser-
vices.” Rather, “patterns of productivity must...be measured in light of their impact on the fulfillment of basic needs,
employment levels, patterns of discrimination, environmental impact, and sense of community” (Economic Justice for All, 71).
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
