NOTES FROM THE PASTOR: 
 

This weekend at our 10:30 Mass our own Tom Koerner, Mark Roberti from St. Joseph’s parish, and five other men from 
across the diocese will be installed as acolytes.  What is the definition of an acolyte?  A minister at the altar who assists 
the bishop, priest, or deacon.  The acolyte’s role consists of lighting and carrying candles in procession and ministering 
the wine and water at Mass.  The acolyte may serve as an official Eucharistic Minister at Mass and to the sick and home-
bound; he may also expose the Blessed Sacrament for adoration and may assist in the purifying of the sacred vessels dur-
ing or after Mass.  The office of acolyte was termed a “Minor Order” until 1972 when Pope Paul VI abrogated the minor 
orders and reclassified them as “ministries”.  So, these gentlemen’s roles will not change all that much from what most 
of them are already doing.  However, it is considered an important step toward their final goal of being ordained as 
“Permanent Deacons”.  Once they are Deacons, their roles will change dramatically and as a diocese we will begin to 
reap the benefits of their orders in many and varied ways.  But that explanation is perhaps for another “Notes From The 
Pastor”.  In the meantime simply join with me in congratulating Tom, Mark, and the other men in receiving this ministry 
and thanking them for their hard work over the last several years.  Also join me in praying for them as they approach 
their life of service in the future.

FIRST READING:  Jeremiah denounces those who seek to trap him in his preaching—those who seek to destroy him for 
what he has been prophesying.  The Faith of the prophet, however, prevails and it is voiced strongly in the second half of 
the reading. 
 

SECOND READING:  We continue the semi-continuous reading from Saint Paul’s letter to the Romans. Today he tells 
the Romans that just like sin (and thus death) entered the world through one man, so does the abundant grace of God 
come into the world through the one man, Jesus Christ. 
 

Jesus encourages the disciples to not fear and to have faith in God during times of uncertainty and anxiety. We are, 
indeed, worth more in God's eyes than a whole flock of sparrows, none of which fall to the ground without God’ 
knowledge. 
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Question of the Week 
 

Acknowledge Him 
 

 In today’s Gospel, Jesus instructs His 
disciples on the importance of acknowledging Him 
before others. In 1988, Pope John Paul II reminded the 
faithful that “The entire mission of the Church, then, is 
concentrated and manifested in evangelization.” and 
“The lay faithful, precisely because they are members 
of the Church, have the vocation and mission of 
proclaiming the Gospel.” * 
 

 Jesus instructed His disciples knowing what 
faced them. The Church continues the call to 
evangelization and devotion knowing that people will 
face persecution for it.  
 

 This persecution isn’t just a thing of the past. 
Since 2000, over 200 Catholic missionaries have been 
martyred, killed for their faith.  Many more have been 
martyred without going to the mission field. 
Thousands of people have been imprisoned for 
proclaiming the Gospel. In many parts of the world, 
Christian converts risk being disowned, loosing jobs, 
physical attacks, and imprisonment simply for 
becoming Christian. Persecutions in the U.S. are often 
more subtle or less extreme, but are no less real. 
People often risk relationships, social standing, or 
even their livelihoods in order to stand up for the truth. 
 

 Jesus knew what He was asking, and He knew 
the consequences His disciples would face. He gave 
them a difficult task, but also encouraged them, “do 
not be afraid.” Despite all the trails, despite the 
ridicule, persecution, imprisonment, and martyrdom,  
Jesus reassures us that God has not abandoned us, that 
He cares about us and loves us.  
 

 The price of being a true Christian can be 
great, but the reward is infinitely greater. “Everyone 
who acknowledges me before others, I will 
acknowledge before my heavenly Father.” If we 
follow Christ, if we boldly proclaim the Gospel, if we 
acknowledge Him before others, He in turn, will 
acknowledge us before His Father, welcoming us into 
eternal happiness in heaven.

3)      Is your will valid?  We recommend you that have it prepared by a professional or have a professional review it.  If 

you have moved from a different state, laws may differ.  If you have property in other states, a will in that/those 
state(s) may be necessary.  Proper signatures and witnesses are necessary.  Better safe than sorry! 

4)      Is the original safely stored in a fireproof place?  Does your representative know where it is and have access to it? 
5)      Do you have young children?  Wills go though probate.  They can take over a year in probate court.  Are re-

sources available for their care in the meantime? 
6)      Have you considered a revocable trust? 
7)      Have you remembered God’s will in yours?  Have you left a bequest for your parish?  Please consider making 

your parish another child for estate purposes.

Stewardship – A Disciple’s Response (U.S. Catholic Bishops) 

 
The Eucharist is the great sign and agent of this expansive communion of charity.  “Because the loaf of bread is 

one, we, though many, are one body, for we all partake of the one loaf” (1 Cor 10:17).  Here people enjoy a unique 
union with Christ and, in him, with one another.  Here his love – indeed, his very self – flows into his disciples and, 
through them and their practice of stewardship, to the entire human race.  Here Jesus renews his covenant-forming act of 
perfect fidelity to God, while also making it possible for us to cooperate.  In the Eucharist, Christians reaffirm their 
participation in the New Covenant; they give thanks to God for blessings received; and they strengthen their bonds of 
commitment to one another as members of the covenant community Jesus forms. 

And what do Christians bring to the Eucharistic celebration and join there with Jesus’ offering?  Their lives as 
Christian disciples; their personal vocations and the stewardship they have exercised regarding them; their individual 
contributions to the great work of restoring all things in Christ.  Disciples give thanks to God for gifts received and strive 
to share them with others.  That is why, as Vatican II says of the Eucharist, “if this celebration is to be sincere and 
thorough, it must lead to various works of charity and mutual help, as well as to missionary activity and to different 
forms of Christian witness” (Presbyterorum Ordinis, 6).
