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GOSPEL: We hear a series of parables from Jesus in which He references the kingdom of heaven.

FIRST READING: The author of the book of Wisdom proclaims God's justice and of His willingness to forgive sins.
SECOND READING: Saint Paul credits the Holy Spirit with helping us to pray when we are unable to pray.
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Hoaxes and scams are nothing new; we have been experiencing these kinds of things in abundance ever since computers
have become such a daily part of our lives, but even before them there were and continue to be telephone scams and
hoaxes, and before that people went door to door, you’ve heard the term “Snake Oil Salesman”. | remember vividly a
person coming to our area when I was in my early years of high school wanting to sell shares in a diamond mine in
South Africa. It had been in the news that indeed there were new discoveries of these mines so it all seemed pretty
legitimate; but thank heaven my folks were much too tight to spring for the instant gratification that this “too good to be
true” deal seemed to offer. Indeed, the few who bought into it saw absolutely nothing for their investment, nor did they
ever see the person who sold them the “shares” again. | myself got taken by a traveling salesman with oranges and
grapefruit once. The top two layers were beautiful and tasted so sweet, the bottom two layers were rotten. | was so
angry, | called the “Better Business Bureau” and everything. Out of sheer tenacity (otherwise known as stubbornness) |
did eventually track the guy down in Texas for all the good it did me, the law already said, “Young Man, consider it the
cost of an education.”

The thing is, hoaxes and scams have been going on since the beginning of time and Evil is always behind them. | got
taken on oranges and grapefruit, Adam and Eve got taken on Apples. Humanity has been getting taken in by great deals
and empty promises ever since, and it’s not even close to over. As long as we continue to look for the quick fix and the
immediate gratification, we will be susceptible to the hoax and the scam.

The long term investment of prayer and good deeds that lead to paradise are the only sure bet. There is seldom
immediate reward with this plan, and perhaps even harder times while we wait, but the pay off is real and it is better than
the sweetest fruit, the purest gold, or the most sparkling diamond. If you want to invest in your future, say your prayers
and help your neighbor; these, as Christ told us, are treasures in Heaven.

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As we learned from today’s parables about
the yeast and the mustard seed, God's kingdom
can expand in phenomenal ways, as it did in the
first few centuries of the Christian era.
However, that kingdom may also have tiny,
inauspicious beginnings and grow so slowly
that we barely notice it. On the other hand, it
seems that the “weeds” in our lives and our
world always take root and grow quickly. No
wonder it can be easy to get discouraged!

That’s why Jesus encourages us to keep an
optimist focus, looking at the strings of His
kingdom and asking for the grace to nurture
growth in ourselves and others. It’s like trying
to teach a toddler to talk. We need to spend
many hours talking to a baby knowing that the
explosion of language is just waiting to happen.
Sooner or later, the child will begin to talk, but
we have to work patiently until that miracle
takes place!

Likewise, we can be preoccupied with the
sinful tendencies we still find in others and in
ourselves and lose sight of the good stuff. If we
try to uproot every imperfection the moment we
spot it, we risk doing more harm than good.

For example, we can be so determined to not to
be lazy that we find it impossible to “waste”
time in simple relaxation. But the faults that
seem so glaring to us usually have another side.
For instance, stubbornness can come in handy
when one finds themselves in a situation where
it is needed to hang on to God’s promises with
all one’s heart.

So don’t be discouraged because growth is
small and slow. God is infinitely patient with
us. You can afforded to be patient with him as

well— and with each other!
