The hand of the Lord feeds us... 
 

 The dollar is down, gas prices are up, and a 
lot of people are starting to worry about how to 
make ends meet. It’s easy to get upset and anxious 
about money and a whole host of other concerns.  
There never seems to be enough money, enough 
time, or enough energy to do everything we want to 
do. 
 

 In today’s readings, God reminds us that He 
will take care of us. Through Isaiah, He promised 
“Heed me, and you shall eat well.” In the Gospel, 
Jesus feeds those who followed Him. The people 
gave him a few loaves and fishes, and Jesus in 
return gave them enough food for thousands. God 
will provide for our needs, if we follow Him in all 
things.  
 

 The Catechism of the Catholic Church takes 
up this subject in discussing the Lord’s Prayer, 
where we ask the Lord to  “give us this day our 
daily bread”: 
 

The Father who gives us life cannot not but 
give us the nourishment life requires - all 
appropriate goods and blessings, both 
material and spiritual. In the Sermon on the 
Mount, Jesus insists on the filial trust that 
cooperates with our Father's providence. He 
is not inviting us to idleness, but wants to 
relieve us from nagging worry and 
preoccupation. Such is the filial surrender of 
the children of God: To those who seek the 
kingdom of God and his righteousness, he 
has promised to give all else besides. Since 
everything indeed belongs to God, he who 
possesses God wants for nothing, if he 
himself is not found wanting before God  (no. 
2830).  

 

 Rather than spending our time worrying 
about what tomorrow will bring, let us trust in the 
Lord, believing that He will provide and that 
whatever we give to Him will be given back in 
abundance.
