Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time - August 10, 2008

THE GOSPEL: In this passage, Matthew tells us the story of Jesus walking on the water. After the feeding of the
multitude, that we heard last week, Jesus and the disciples go off by themselves. As the disciples sleep in the boat, the
wind kicks up. They look and see Jesus approaching them, walking on the water. Jesus tells them to have courage. Peter
impulsively tells Jesus to call him, which Jesus does, and Peter too walks atop the waves, His faith waivers, however,
and he sinks.

FIRST READING: In 1 Kings, we hear of Elijah, who sought the Lord on Mount Horeb. The Lord was not found to be
in the wind, the fire, or the earthquake. However, Elijah found him in the gentle breeze.

SECOND READING: In Saint Paul’s letter to the Romans, we hear his plea for the Israelites. They are the people
from whom the Messiah came. If only they would come to believe, Paul cries.
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Stewardship — A Disciple’s Response (U.S. Catholic Bishops)

As Mother of God, Mary’s stewardship consisted of her maternal service and devotion to Jesus, from infancy to
adulthood, up to the agonizing hours of Jesus’ death (Jn 19:25). As Mother of the Church, her stewardship is clearly

articulated in the closing chapter of the Second Vatican Council’s (cf. 52-
69). Pope John Paul Il observes: “Mary is one of the first who ‘believed,” and precisely with her faith as Spouse and
Mother she wishes to act upon all those who entrust themselves to her as children” ( 46).

In light of all this, it only remains for all of us to ask ourselves this question: Do we also wish to be disciples of Jesus
Christ? The Spirit is ready to show us the way — a way of which stewardship is a part.

Genesis, telling the story of creation, says God looked upon what had been made and found it good; and seeing the
world’s goodness, God entrusted it to human beings. “The Lord God planted a garden” and placed there human persons
“to cultivate and care for it” (Gn 2:8-15). Now, as then and always, it is a central part of the human vocation that we be
good stewards of what we have received — this garden, this divine human workshop, this world and all that is in it -
setting minds and hearts and hands to the task of creating and redeeming in cooperation with our God, Creator and Lord
of all.

Question of the Week

Prayer

In the Gospel reading, Jesus finishes with the
miracle of multiplying the loves and fish for
thousands of people and goes off by himself to
pray. After spending time alone with His
Father, He returns to his disciples via the
miracle of walking on water.

Of course Jesus frequently spent time in
prayer. He prayed a lot more than what is
written in Scripture. Why do you think it was
specifically included here? Matthew is
showing us how to achieve a well-balanced
faith.

We need periods of prayer-filled solitude to
restore our energies and renew our vision of
what God is inspiring us to do in our families,
in our workplaces and recreation, in our
parishes, and in every problem that arises.
What we give to others and what we do with
our time will drain us unless we allow
ourselves to be replenished by God —
especially when dealing with others.

We need to prepare ourselves in prayer for
whatever lies ahead, even when we don’t know
what we’re walking into. What we gain from
the Lord in our time alone with Him is a gift
designed for our benefit and for responding to
the needs of others. It strengthens our faith,
teaches us how to walk on water, and sends us
to the next shore where people who need God’s
help are waiting. God wants to minister to
them through us.
