Exaltation of the Holy Cross—Sept. 14, 2008

FIRST READING: Exodus tells the story of the serpents attacking the Israelites in the desert. As an antidote to their
bite, God directs Moses to make a bronze serpent and mount it on a pole, which Moses is to lift on high. Anyone who
had been bitten need only look upon the bronze serpent and be saved. The symbolism of the cross of Christ cannot be
missed. It is Christ “lifted up” on the cross that offers salvation to anyone in need.

SECOND READING: Saint Paul’s letter to the Philippians includes an ancient hymn to Christ that probably predates the
letter itself. The text of this hymn praises Christ’s self-emptying, by which he accepted even death-death on a cross.
Because of this, God exalted him.

GOSPEL: In today’s Gospel according to John, Jesus compares himself to the bronze serpent Moses lifted up for the
salvation of the people. Like the Israelites who looked upon it and were saved, those who look with faith upon Christ
crucified are saved from all that threatens them. The cross brings salvation.

Well, I am sitting at my computer trying to think of something important to write about this week, and although | suspect
tomorrow | will think of three or four different things I should have written about, right now nothing is really coming to
mind. So with that I will simply share with you my favorite prayer which | offer for your use. It is a form of the “Prayer
of St. Patrick”, | have seen it in many forms, but this is my favorite and has been with me since my freshman year of
college at F.H.S.U. It reminds me that Christ is everywhere and thus I should act accordingly, sometimes | succeed at
that other times | don’t.

“Christ as a light, illumine and guide me. Christ as a shield, overshadow and cover me. Christ be under me, Christ be
over me, Christ be beside me on left hand and right. Christ this day be within and without me. Christ the lowly and the
meek, Christ the all powerful, be in the heart of each to whom I speak; in the mouth of all who speak to me, in all who
draw near me or see me or hear me. Amen!”

Question of the Week

Triumph of the Cross

Jesus continues: “The Son of Man must be lifted
up... so that everyone who believes may have
eternal life in Him” (In. 3, 14-15). The human
family had received at the very beginning of earthly
history a deadly bite from the “ancient serpent”. He
had injected a satanic venom - the venom of
original sin — into the souls of the first man and
woman. And from that time onward, man’s history
on earth has been burdened by sin. A tendency
towards sin has generated many evils in the lives of
individual persons and the communities to which
they belong, in families, in entire peoples and
nations.

“The Son of Man must be lifted up”, says Jesus to
Nicodemus. And He says this with a view to His
crucifixion: The Son of Man must be lifted up on
the Cross. Whoever believes in Him, whoever sees
in this Cross and in the Crucified One the Redeemer
of the world, whoever looks with faith on the
redemptive death of Jesus on the Cross, finds in
Him the power of eternal life. By this power, sin is
overcome. People receive forgiveness of their sins
at the price of the Sacrifice of Christ. They find
again the life of God which had been lost by sin.

This is the meaning of the Cross of Christ. This is its
power. “God sent his Son into the world not to
condemn the world, but so that through him the
world might be saved” (Jn. 3, 17).

The feast that we celebrate today speaks of a
marvelous and ceaseless action of God in human
history, in the history of every man, woman and
child. The Cross of Christ on Golgotha has become
for all time the center of this saving work of God.
Christ is the Savior of the world, because in Him
and through Him the love with which God so loved
the world is continuously revealed: “God loved the
world so much that He gave His only Son” (Jn. 3,
16).
