 St. Augustine was not always a saint. Much 
to the chagrin of his mother, he spent many years 
away from the Church, away from God. Faith did 
not come easily to him, and even after he believed 
it was a struggle to be faithful to God’s 
commandments. Yet, God called him all the while. 
God called him as he moved from religion to 
religion, from philosophy to philosophy, from sin to 
sin. God never ceased calling him. Augustine 
lamented that he took so long to hear and answer 
the call, but, in the end, the point is that he did. He 
was late in coming, but no less a saint for it. 
 
 In today’s Gospel, the landowner goes into 
the  market place time and time again, renewing his 
call for workers and offering the same reward for 
following him. Like the story of St. Augustine, this 
parable reminds us that as long as we are alive it is 
never too late to turn to God and serve Him with 
our whole heart. No matter how long we may have 
been away, no matter what sins we may have 
committed, God is calling us to serve Him and so to 
receive the reward He has promised. 
 
 God never stops calling us. If we take time 
to be silent, we can allow Him to break through our 
deafness and dispel our blindness. Let us pray that 
God will open our ears, our eyes, and our hearts to 
His loving presence. Let us serve Him faithfully, 
certain in the reward that awaits us.

Guidelines for Mass Intentions: 

 
The Mass book opens on October 1st  and can be 
scheduled for up to a year after opening.  Please 
remember that Canon Law does not allow us to keep 
Mass stipends beyond one year.  The following are the 
guidelines to follow if you are considering contributing to 
the Mass book. 
 
1.  Each deceased parishioner is allowed six (6) Masses 
for their intention during the first year following their 
death. 
 
2.  After the first year of death, any deceased individual is 
allowed two (2) Mass intentions requested for them per 
year. 
 
3.  Each Parish family unit is allowed two (2) Mass 
intentions (none of which can add to and thus exceed the 
six (6) total for a recently deceased parishioner, or the 
two (2) for any individual as mentioned above). 
 
4.  If a family wishes to leave more Mass intentions this 
is allowed.  These will be placed in our non published 
records and may be scheduled and/or celebrated at the 
parishes and/or priests discretion without prior notice, but 
rest assured they will be celebrated. 
 
5.  Masses may also be sent away to the Office for the 
Propagation of the Faith.  These intentions may be 
celebrated by priest in our own diocese who do not have 
full Mass intention schedules or they may be sent to 
International Mission priests. 
 
6.  A $5.00 donation is suggested for each Mass
