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Question of the Week 
 

Doing the Father’s Will 

 
 In today’s Gospel, Jesus used a parable to 
remind His listeners the importance of obedience 
to the Father. Just like many people today, many 
of the chief priests and elders thought they were 
righteous in the eyes of God because they said all 
the right words, held all the right positions, and 
were respected among men. However, they were 
often like the second son in the parable who said 
“yes” to his father but failed to do his will. On 
the other hand, public sinners like tax collectors 
and prostitutes had denied God and refused to 
follow His commandments, but repented, like the 
first son, recognizing their sin and turning to do 
the will of the Father. 
 
 Christ taught us the importance of doing 
the Father’s will not only through parables like 
this, but also through the prayer and example He 
gave us. Every Sunday in Mass we pray the 
prayer Jesus taught His disciples, praying that 
God’s will be done here on earth. In the second 
reading, Paul reminds us that Christ Himself was 
obedient to the will of the Father “to the point of 
death, even death on a cross.”  
 
 We are called to imitate Christ, seeking 
and following the will of the Father in all things. 
This obedience is central to living the Christian 
life. Being a Christian does only not consist in 
coming to Mass every week, although we are 
required to attend, mere presence in a room is not 
enough. It does not only consist in doing good 
works or giving money to charitable causes, even 
non-believers do that. It does not only consist in 
praying rosaries or novenas, which are a means to 
an end. While all these things are good and 
admirable, being a Christian consists primarily in 
doing the will of the Father.

Guidelines for Mass Intentions: 

 
The Mass book opens on October 1st  and can be 
scheduled for up to a year after opening.  Please 
remember that Canon Law does not allow us to keep 
Mass stipends beyond one year.  The following are the 
guidelines to follow if you are considering contributing to 
the Mass book. 
 
1.  Each deceased parishioner is allowed six (6) Masses 
for their intention during the first year following their 
death. 
 
2.  After the first year of death, any deceased individual is 
allowed two (2) Mass intentions requested for them per 
year. 
 
3.  Each Parish family unit is allowed two (2) Mass 
intentions (none of which can add to and thus exceed the 
six (6) total for a recently deceased parishioner, or the 
two (2) for any individual as mentioned above). 
 
4.  If a family wishes to leave more Mass intentions this 
is allowed.  These will be placed in our non published 
records and may be scheduled and/or celebrated at the 
parishes and/or priests discretion without prior notice, but 
rest assured they will be celebrated. 
 
5.  Masses may also be sent away to the Office for the 
Propagation of the Faith.  These intentions may be 
celebrated by priest in our own diocese who do not have 
full Mass intention schedules or they may be sent to 
International Mission priests.
