FIRST READING: Isaiah presents the song of the vineyard. It is a scathing comment on the sinfulness of Israel.

SECOND READING: We continue to hear from the letter of St. Paul to the Philippians. Paul exhorts the people to
dismiss all anxiety from their minds. He assures them that God will hear their prayers and encourages them to live as
they have been taught.

GOSPEL: We hear the parable of the vineyard owner. The owner goes away and puts his vineyard in the hands of his
servants who at last kill the son of the vineyard owner, whom he had sent to the servants on his behalf. Jesus follows the
parable by assuring the chief priests and elders that the kingdom of God will be taken away from them, just as the
vineyard was taken away from the servants of the owner.

NOTES FROM THE PASTOR:
In regard to my announcement this past weekend about the weekly Mass schedule being altered at least for the time being, | want to
further explain why that needs to take place a little bit. 1t’s more than just the idea that celebrating more than one Mass a day is just
too much work for one guy. It has to do with Cannon Law.

Canon Law 905 indicates
“It is not licit for a priest to celebrate the Eucharist more than once a day except for certain instances when the law permits
such celebration or concelebration more than once. If priests are lacking, the local ordinary may permit priests, for a just
cause, to celebrate twice a day and even, if pastoral need requires it, three times on Sundays and holy days of obligation.”

| suspect the reason this law was put into place was to protect a priest from being bombarded with dozens of Masses a day, but also
to keep unscrupulous priests from celebrating Mass after Mass after Mass and collecting the stipends for the intentions. Regardless
of why the law was put into place, the fact is the law IS in place and | must try my best to assent to it.

Question of the Week

He Sent His Son

One evening, an elderly man told his son, “ | want
you to have something.” Reaching into his desk, he
pulled out a gleaming gold pocket watch, engraved
with his initials. “I’m not always going to be around,
so take this to remember me by.” The boy took it,
said, *“thanks, Grandpa!” and ran home.
Unfortunately, he didn’t understand how valuable this
gift was: He sold it a few days later to buy his
favorite computer game.

We could never imagine treating a precious
heirloom like this—but what about our faith? That’s
the point behind today’s Gospel reading. The
Pharisees were entrusted with the priceless gift of
God’s law. But many of them, like the young boy,
didn’t value this gift. Instead of leading Israel to
righteousness, they used the Law to promote
themselves and their positions of power. As a result,
when Jesus came, they had no room in their hearts for
his message.

Jesus has given us something very special—his
own life, planted in the depths of our heart. He wants
us to embrace that life so that we can bear fruit for his
kingdom. But like the owner of the vineyard, he
won’t force himself on us. He leaves it up to us to
decide whether we will nurture our faith or, like the
unfortunate tenants in the parable, disregard it.

Of course, most of us don’t decide one day that
we’re not going to follow Jesus any more. It’s usually
in the simple decisions of our lives that we grow
closer to him or mover further away. Today, look for
the opportunities to be a disciple. They’re all around
you, whether it means taking the time to pray in the
morning, helping someone when you’d rather be
doing something else, or simply smiling when you’re
upset. Situations like theses are God’s ways of giving
you another chance to grow closer to him—and bear
fruit that reveals his glory. (The Word Among Us)
