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In today’s Gospel, the invitations are sent out
and the occasion is the king’s son’s
No doubt those who initially receive
invitations have some kind of social status and so
there is great dignity and affirmation in simply being
invited; the invitation indicates a special, limited, and
reserved relationship with the king. Imagine, then, the
surprise and scandal at a refusal! The refusal hits hard
at the very relationship of those invited to the feast.
Although the king’s feast is prepared and invitations
are sent, the presence of guests isn’t assured. It is
scandalous enough that some invited guests give lame
excuses and don’t come; it is even more scandalous
that others who are invited kill the messengers. None
of this deters the king: the feast will be served, a place
is reserved, the feast will take place with others as
guests.

The scandal of the refusal of the king’s
invitation indicates why sin is so scandalous. We,
too, are invited to God’s feast because we share a
special, loving, covenantal relationship with God. Sin
is our refusal to share in God’s feast and life and this
refusal weakens our own relationship with God. Sin is
our refusal to share in God’s feast and life and this
refusal weakens our own relationship with God. A
refused invitation is not simply a missed opportunity
for a fine banquet. A refused invitation is a weakening
in the relationship between host and guest. Like the
wedding feast the king puts on for his son, God’s
banquet will be served, too, and places are reserved
for us.

God’s invitation to us to share in God’s life,
to come to God’s banquet table, is remarkable in
several ways. For one thing, it points to the intimate
relationship God wishes to have with us. For another
thing, it is not an invitation issued only once. Even
when we refuse the invitation (sin, or don’t come with
the proper wedding garment), God continues to invite
us. This is the good news of the Gospel: God always
invites and is patient with us.

The obvious banquet to which we are
continually invited is the Eucharistic table. Our
acceptance of God’s invitation is more than getting
ourselves there—it is also a matter of participating, of
giving ourselves over to God’s desire to deepen the
divine relationship with us. Will we come?
