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The Feast of the Holy Family, celebrated
the Sunday after Christmas, reinforces Christ’s
humanity, and points us to the family of Jesus,
Mary, and Joseph as a model for our own families.

Through the Incarnation, God took on flesh
and became man. He became man not just in having
a body, but in sharing in our human experience,
including one of the most basic human experiences,
that of family. Today’s feast reminds us that Christ
is like us “in all things but sin,” and no part of the
human experience is completely foreign to Him.

God became man to be a model of holiness
for all of us, giving us an example of what we are
called to be as persons. In the same way, the Holy
Family gives us an example of what we are called
to be as families. Although Jesus was God Himself,
the Holy Family still experienced many trials. Their
struggles were not all that different from the
struggles many of us face today. Despite all their
trials, the Holy Family lived a life of holiness. The
same is possible for us today.

Mary and Joseph brought Jesus to the
Temple; they raised Him as a good Jew. In the same
way, we are called to raise our children as good
Christians. They should learn about God and what it
means to follow Him from their parents’ example.
Through all their troubles, the Holy Family kept
their focus on God and His will for them. In the
same way, we need to focus on God in our families,
spending time in prayer together and seeking His
will above all else.
