It’s not difficult to see the evil in this world.
We see it in the death of millions through abortion,
in the degradation of those trapped in the modern-
day slave trade, in the racism and hatred that
pervades so much of our societies, in the
materialism that keeps us blind to the needs of
others, the list goes on. We also see evil closer to us
in what others say and do, in the abuse of a child, in
the disregard shown to the elderly or infirmed, in
the selfishness we see. We also see evil in
ourselves, if we dare too look. By our sins we reject
God’s will for our lives and turn toward what is
evil.

No, it is not difficult to find evil around us.
, that is no reason to despair or loose hope.
The
Gospel today reminds us that Jesus has authority
over evil. We hope in His authority, in His strength,
and in His promise to be with us always. With
Christ’s help, we can stand up to the evil we see
around us and work toward a better world.
Through Him, we can resist the temptation of evil
in sin. Because of His supreme sacrifice, we can
be cleansed of evil even when we do fall. God has
given us the Sacrament of Reconciliation
precisely to heal us and make us clean again, just
as he did for the man in today’s Gospel.

How do I allow Christ to work in me to stop evil
in this World?

Do | remember to pray to Jesus for help when |
am tempted ?
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Moses reminds the Israelites of the great
self-revelation on Mt. Sinai, when they begged not to
hear God’s voice nor to witness his presence in the fire.

God tells them that they will hear his voice through the
prophets he will send them.

It is clear, from the very beginning of
this reading, that chastity was viewed as a special gift
from the Church. Married life is not less valuable, but
the married person is rightly concerned with a spouse and
a family, making them “divided.” An unmarried person
can give all their attention and abilities to “things of the
Lord.”

1 )  We hear inthe Gospel how people reacted to
Jesus teaching in the synagogue. They are immediately
aware that something is different and are “astonished” at
the “authority” with which Jesus speaks. Unclean spirits
recognize Jesus and cry out in terror, “I know who you
are-the Holy One of God.” In casting the demon out of
the man, Jesus shows that his authority is not just in his
teaching, but in his deeds as well.
