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Sunday Readings 
 

First Reading:  This reading is drawn from Moses’ 
address to the people at the beginning of Deuteronomy.  
He has just reminded the Israelites of all that has happened 
since they left Horeb; then, he exclaims, “Did anything so 
great ever happen before?”  All the wonders God has 
worked for his chosen people lead him to one conclusion: 
the Lord is God, and God is one. 
 

Second Reading:  Romans is all about relationships.  We 
are not slaves but children of God.  The Holy Spirit we 
have received is an “adoption” giving us the right to call 
God Abba—Father.  We are God’s adopted children and so 
is Jesus; therefore, we become “joint heirs” with Christ.  
The Holy Spirit makes us all one family in God. 
 

Gospel:  Jesus sends the Eleven forth to the whole world 
to make disciples, to teach, and to baptize “in the name of 
the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.”  The words are 
so familiar that we can easily miss how mysterious they 
really are.  Notice that while three persons are indicated, 
the word name is singular.  This detail indicates one God. 

Question of the Week 
 

Father, Son, and Holy Spirit 
 

 In today’s Gospel Jesus command the 
Eleven to baptize new disciples “in the name of the 
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.” That 
is how we still baptize people today. Every time we 
do and every time we begin a prayer with those 
words, we proclaim the great mystery of the 
Trinity, which we celebrate today. 
 
 This mystery isn’t just a way to start our 
prayers or some vague concept reserved for 
theologians to think about. “The mystery of the 
Most Holy Trinity is the central mystery of 
Christian faith and life…It is the most fundamental 

and essential teaching in the ‘hierarchy of the 
truths of faith’.” (Catechism, no. 234, italics 
added). The reason this doctrine is so vital to the 
Faith and to our lives as Christians is that it reveals 
Who God is in Himself. So what does this central 
teaching tell us?  
 
 First, the Trinity is ONE. We worship 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit, but we remain 
monotheists (worshiping one God). We do not 
worship three gods, but One God in Three Persons. 
Second, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are distinct 
from one another. They are not merely three names 
for God, but three different Persons. They do not 
have different abilities or knowledge or power, but 
are distinct from one another based on their 
relationships to each other. 
 
 The mystery of the Trinity teaches us that 
God is a communion of persons bound up in eternal 
love. We are created in the image of God, and so 
are called to live with one another in love by our 
very nature. Through baptism we are given an even 
greater gift, being born into the communion of the 
Trinity and sharing in that gift of divine love, far 
surpassing any human love. The Trinity dwells 
within us, strengthening us, guiding us, and 
teaching us to love God and others more fully. 
 

 
Question of the week for adults: 

The inner life of Trinity is mutual love. How can 
we reflect this in our lives? 

 

Question of the week for children: 

How does the Holy Trinity help us create a better 
world?

• Iconography Presentation:  Barbara Carlin, who holds a Master of Art from FHSU did her master’s thesis on the 

symbolism of religious iconography.  This would be a 1 -2 hour presentation. 
• Studying Scripture through the Eyes of the Church: Deacon Mark Roberti, who holds a Master of Theology 

would present three, one hour, sessions over three weeks on the Vatican II document “Dei Verbum” which translated 
“The Word of God” and is a concise yet powerful explication as to reading and studying scripture from a perspective 
approved and encouraged by the Catholic Church. 

• Encore Presentation of 5 Week Course on Mary:  The five week, one hour/week, Lenten series on Mary was very 
well received.  We had a total of 50 or more people each week at the afternoon and evening sessions.  People who 
attended and people who were unable to attend at that time have been asking when we are giving it again.  We dare 
say that one cannot properly understand Christianity without understanding Our Lady’s (continuing) role in salvation 
history. Deacon Mark Roberti would present this course.   

• The Book of Revelation from a Catholic Perspective:  Rich in symbolism but a literature that is extremely 
difficult to unpack and understand, this course of four, one-hour, presentations would explain the Book of Revelation 
& how the Catholic Church understands it.  FYI, this is substantially different from the “rapture” message of many 
other Christian walks.
