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Sunday Readings 
 

First Reading:  Moses has given the people the entire 
law, and the people respond with one voice, promising to 
observe the law given to them by God.  The blood of the 
bull becomes the sign of the covenant into which the 
people enter of their own free will. 
 

Second Reading:  The author of the letter to the Hebrews 
expects his reader to be familiar with Jewish rites and 
practices.  He draws especially on the rites for the Day of 
Atonement, the holiest day on the Jewish calendar.  It is a 
day for repentance and forgiveness of transgressions 
against the law.  For those who receive the sacrificial 
blood of Christ, the result is not a cleansing of the flesh, 
but of the spirit.   
 

Gospel:  The apostles of Jesus must have been astonished 
when Jesus invoked Moses’ words in handing them the 
cup of His blood.  It’s reassuring to remember that Jesus 
invites us to this banquet not because we understand it, but 
because he loves us.  Contemplation of Jesus’ love should 
lead us to action.

Question of the Week 
 

This Is My Body 
 

 The words of today’s Gospel should sound 
familiar. Every time we attend Mass, we hear the 
priest proclaim the words of Jesus, “This is my 
Body...This is my Blood,” but do we truly consider 
what is being proclaimed?  
 

 Through the miracle of transubstantiation, a 
glorious miracle that happens at every single Mass 
said across the world, the bread and wine we offer is 
transformed into so much more. What is brought to 
the altar is simple bread and wine. What we receive 
is Jesus Christ: Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. It is 
no longer bread, no longer wine, but Christ Himself. 
We receive Christ in the Eucharist and, in doing so, 
become partakers in God’s own divine nature.  
 

 This profound truth is hard to believe and 
easy to set aside. When Jesus proclaimed to His 
followers that they must eat His flesh and drink His 
blood, many left Him. Many today declare that it is 
only a symbol, something to help us remember. Yet 
the Lord’s words are clear and belief in this hard 
truth has been unwaveringly held by the Church 
since the earliest days. 
 

 As we attend Mass, as we approach to 
receive Communion, this reality should give us 
pause. Do we prepare ourselves before Mass by 
confessing our sins and spending time in prayer or 
do we come obstinate in our sin and depending only 
on ourselves? Do we see Mass as an encounter with 
the divine or an irksome obligation? Do we 
approach Communion with devotion and adoration 
or with complacency? As we leave Mass and go 
about our daily lives, do we consider the great gift 
and responsibility we have received or go on just as 
we were before?  
 

 St. Alphonsus Ligouri said, “"Love tends to 
union with the object loved. Now Jesus Christ loves 
a soul that is in a state of grace with immense love; 
He ardently desires to unite Himself with it. That is 
what Holy Communion does.” 
 

 Let us then live no longer as children of this 
world, but as a chosen people, united with Christ in 
love, in word, and in deed.
