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�OTES FROM THE PASTOR: 

 
This note is just to keep you all informed about the financial progress on the church.  We have used 
up all our funds on hand, which was approximately $4,250,000.00, and we have started borrowing 
money from the diocese.  We are allowed to borrow up to 1.3 million from the diocese, and I would 
not be surprised if we needed all of that.  However, because of the incredible generosity of many 
who have already paid off their pledge and continue to make a monthly donation equal to what they 
had been giving, as well as the additional $700.00 average per weekend from the second collection, 
we may not have to borrow that much. 
 
I am so humbled and grateful to all those who have contributed to this undertaking in any way, and especially to those 
who have gone above and beyond what they had originally pledged three years ago.  You will notice in the weekly 
financial section of the bulletin that the amount needed weekly increased by a couple thousand for this coming year.  
Mostly, this is because we will need to start paying interest on whatever we borrow from the diocese.  I thought it might 
be helpful for all parishioners to know that.

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Sunday Readings 
 

First Reading:  Jeremiah begins with a curse: “Woe to the 
shepherds who mislead and scatter the flock of my 
pasture.”  Through his prophet, God condemns the leaders 
of Israel who have failed to care for the people.  He 
promises to bring his flock to a wholesome meadow.  
Jeremiah’s hearers would have understood this as the 
promise to bring Israel out of exile in Babylon. 
 

Second Reading:  Jesus is described as not only a 
peacemaker, but a manifestation of our peace.  The 
imagery is striking and complex.  The law is like a wall 
between Jews and Gentiles, a wall that Jesus has broken 
down.  In abolishing the separation between them, Jesus 
has made two people into one Body. 
 

Gospel:  Jesus, in His divine humanity, is susceptible to 
fatigue. After calming the wind and waves, healing 
countless people, teaching, and casting out demons, He 
feels it is time to “rest awhile.”   Word of His departure 
leaks out, and people start moving to keep up with Him.  
When Jesus reaches the “deserted place,” He finds a large 
crowd of followers.  The compassionate heart of Jesus is 
touched at once, and He changes His plans.  These sheep 
without a shepherd need Him, and He teaches them many 
things.

Question of the Week 
 
 

 The Lord is My Shepherd 
 

 In today’s Gospel, Jesus looks out at the 
people and takes pity on them. He recognized that 
“they were like sheep without a shepherd,” lost, and 
in need of care and protection. 
 

 Despite what we often like to think of 
ourselves, we are just like those people in the 
Gospel. We are lost. We tend to follow whoever 
seems to have direction, often following people who 
do not have our best interests at heart. We make 
actors and athletes into celebrities to emulate. We 
fall victim to scams and follow ‘false prophets’ of 
every stripe (religious, political, scientific, etc.) 
because we are so often willing to believe anyone 
who sounds like they speak with authority. We 
follow even when we know that the leader doesn’t 
care about us or when we know we shouldn’t. 
 

 We long for someone who will lead us not 
out of selfish reasons or as a way to control us, but 
out of love and true concern. We long not for a 
leader, but for a shepherd. 
 

 As the readings this weekend tell us, we 
have that shepherd in Christ. In the Old Testament, 
the Lord promised to send shepherds to His people, 
to bring them back to the meadow and keep them 
safe. The psalmist responds to this promise with 
trust, proclaiming “The Lord is my shepherd, I shall 
not want.” He knows that the Lord will lovingly 
provide all that he could ever need. Jesus fulfilled 
that promise beyond the Israelite’s wildest 
expectations.  He not only preached and led the 
people by His words and gave an example of 
holiness; He also willingly suffered and died to 
bring us into union with God Himself, no longer 
servants but sons and daughters. 
 

 This is the leader we seek. He comes to us 
not out of selfish ambition or a desire to be honored, 
but out of great, self-sacrificing love. He became the 
least among men so that men might share in God’s 
own life. He knows what is best for us and will 
always provide what we need (though, not 
necessarily what we want). The Lord comes to us, to 
lead us, protect us, and guide us. We need only to 
follow.
