Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time — August 16, 2009

NOTES FROM THE PASTOR:

Being in Mexico City and visiting the shrine of our Lady of Guadalupe a couple weeks ago had a powerful impact on me. Here are a
few things I knew and some I found out about the apparition and the effects it had.

Our Blessed Mother first appeared to Juan Diego on December 9™ 1531, which was then the Feast of the Immaculate Conception of
the Blessed Virgin Mary. After several attempts to convince the area’s Bishop of the apparition, Juan Diego brought, as a sign for
the Bishop, a load of flowers carried in his tilma (the cloak peasants commonly wore) including dozens of brilliant Castilian roses;
flowers which did not bloom or grow in that area and certainly not at that time of year. The bishop had asked God for Castilian roses
nearly a year prior to this incident as a sign from heaven that he was shepherding his people correctly. Of course the more
impressive sign was the image of our Blessed Mother left on the tilma. The image has her standing in front of the sun and on top of
the moon, both strong God’s in the Aztec religion. The name that Juan Diego insisted the lady called herself, Guadalupe, (or at least
that is the closest pronunciation we can get to what Juan said in his native tongue) translated “The one who crushes the snake”. The
snake is also a strong image for the Aztec people. These and many other aspects of the apparition had a profound effect on the
indigenous people, most of whom believed in the Aztec gods. Though Catholic missionaries had been trying to convert the
indigenous people, they held fast to their Aztec beliefs. After the apparition, the conversions started coming more easily. In fact, it
is said the trickle became a river and the river a flood; in less than five years, over 9,000,000 Aztec’s converted to Catholicism.
Indeed, our Blessed Mother of Guadalupe had an impressive impact on the indigenous people. And her impact continues on the
people of Mexico and of course the Catholic Church around the world to this day.

Question of the Week

For My Flesh is True Food...

On the night He was betrayed our Lord Jesus
Christ took bread, and when He had given thanks, He
broke it and gave it to His disciples and said: “Take,
eat: this is my Body." He took the cup, gave thanks and
said: “Take, drink: this is my Blood." Since Christ
Himself has declared the bread to be His Body, who
can have any further doubt? Since He Himself has said
quite categorically, This is my Blood, who would dare
to question and say that it is not His Blood?

Therefore, it is with complete assurance that
we receive the bread and wine as the Body and Blood
of Christ. His Body is given to us under the symbol of
bread, and His Blood is given to us under the symbol of
wine, in order to make us by receiving them one body
and one blood with Him. Having His Body and Blood
in our members, we become bearers of Christ and
sharers, as Saint Peter says, in the divine nature.

Once, when speaking to the Jews, Christ said:
Unless you eat my flesh and drink my Blood you shall
have no life in you. This horrified them and they left
Him. Not understanding His words in a spiritual way,
they thought the Savior wished them to practice
cannibalism.

Under the old [covenant] there was showbread,
but it came to an end with the old [covenant] to which it
belonged. Under the new covenant there is bread from
heaven and the cup of salvation. These sanctify both
soul and body, the bread being adapted to the
sanctification of the body, the Word, to the
sanctification of the soul.

Do not, then, regard the Eucharistic elements
as ordinary bread and wine: they are in fact the Body
and Blood of the Lord, as He Himself has declared.
Whatever your senses may tell you, be strong in faith.

You have been taught and you are firmly
convinced that what looks and tastes like bread and
wine is not bread and wine but the Body and Blood of
Christ.... Strengthen your heart, then, by receiving this
bread as spiritual bread, and bring joy to the face of
your soul.

May purity of conscience remove the veil from
the face of your soul so that by contemplating the glory
of the Lord, as in a mirror, you may be transformed
from glory to glory in Christ Jesus our Lord. To Him be
glory for ever and ever. Amen.

Sunday Readings

First Reading: The readings for today are all about
understanding. In this poetic Reading from Proverbs,
God’s wisdom is personified as a wealthy woman who has
built a grand house and spread a magnificent feast inside.
To share in this banquet is to “advance in the way of
understanding.”

Second Reading: The Ephesians are warned not to rest
on their laurels—they have faith but they need to live that
faith worthily. They must continually “try to understand
the will of the Lord.” They are to pass their days not in
drunkenness, but in joyful gatherings. In community, they
will find what they need to nourish their faith and make it
grow.

Gospel: In today’s Gospel, we delve deeper into the
Eucharistic mystery. “How can this man give us His flesh
to eat?” the people ask. The word flesh scares them. Jesus
intertwines the meanings of Spirit and Flesh and does not
back down from His teaching. Eating and drinking of His
flesh and blood leads to spiritual results; the one who eats
this bread will share in an abiding, eternal life with Jesus.
Like Wisdom in the First Reading, Jesus issues an
invitation to a banquet. The blessings from accepting this
invitation are endless.
