!OTES FROM THE PASTOR: 

 
Next weekend, Roger & Dolores Mauck will be here to speak before Mass about Marriage Encounter 
and will be available afterward to visit with any folks who might have questions about it.  I have been a 
team priest for Marriage Encounter for about 14 years, and I must say I find it to be a very rewarding 
experience.  I have gotten to know lots of couples who made the weekend and then continue to use the 
tools it suggests to keep the lines of communication open in their marriage.  The weekends also enrich 
me greatly; they are like mini retreats, and even though the talks I give are basically the same, changing 
here and there from time to time, each weekend is different because the couples are different. 
 
One of the lines that we often use when promoting Marriage Encounter is “this is for good marriages that want to be 
better.”  Marriage Encounter is not for marriages that are in real trouble; the church has a program called Retrouvaille for 
them.  We do have a Marriage Encounter weekend coming up in Victoria the first full weekend of November.  I hope 
some of you will be able to work that into your schedule, give us a chance to share our beliefs and prayers with you, and 
let us watch you grow in your love.

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Sunday Readings 
 

First Reading:  This reading shows that Moses could not 
do everything himself.  God helps by bestowing His spirit 
on 70 elders among the people, giving them the gift of 
prophecy.  After these events, Moses does not cling to his 
prophetic office.  Rather, he wishes it could be shared with 
everyone.  The generosity of Moses reflects the generosity 
of God, who gives great gifts to whomever He wishes.  
 

Second Reading:  Today’s second reading is one of the 
harshest condemnations of abuse of wealth in all the 
scriptures, saying that in the end, all earthly riches will rot 
away.  To cling to wealth, to withhold wages, or to treat 
workers unjustly is to condemn Christ all over again.       
 

Gospel:  John makes the same mistake that Joshua and the 
young man did in the first reading.  Someone was driving 
out demons in the name of Jesus, but since the disciples 
didn’t know who he was, they commanded him to stop.  
Jesus replies as Moses did: “Do not prevent him.”  If this 
man performs mighty deeds in Jesus’ name, then God is 
with him.  The second part of the Gospel takes us in a 
different direction.  Even the smallest act of kindness 
performed in Christ’s name will be rewarded.  However, 
leading another person into sin is the worst possible thing 
we can do.  Jesus says that it would be better to die.  We 
must always choose life and separate ourselves from what 
causes us to sin.   

Question of the Week 
 

If Your Hand Causes You to Sin... 
 

 This week’s Gospel reminds us of the 
consequences of our sins and the reality of hell. 
Jesus tells His followers that it is better for them to 
lose a hand, a foot, or an eye rather than sin and be 
thrown into the “fires of Gehenna” which are 
never quenched. He also warned about causing 
others to sin. By our words and actions, or the lack 
thereof, we can lead others away from God and 
into sin.  
 
 Obviously, Jesus isn’t actually suggesting 
people cut off their hands or pluck out their eyes. 
Hands, feet, and eyes do not cause us to sin. So, 
the challenge Jesus is really presenting to His 
listeners is to ask themselves, “What causes me to 
sin?” and “How do I get rid of that?”  We must 
answer that same challenge today. What is leading 
you to sin? What is keeping you from following 
God with your whole heart? What is keeping you 
mired in slavery to your passions and the black of 
sin? Whatever it is, whatever leads you to sin and 
keeps you from God, get rid of it! Nothing, 
nothing, is worth loosing God. No momentary 
pleasure in this life is worth risking eternal 
happiness. We must all root sin out of our lives so 
to live in the glory of God. We must consciously 
consider our actions and be aware of our sins so 
that we can change our lives, turning ever more to 
God. 
 
 Getting rid of the sin in our lives is a lot 
easier said than done. It is a difficult battle that 
will last our entire lives, but we have hope because 
we are not alone in this battle. Jesus became man 
to free us from sin, and God continues to fight on 
our side and never ceases to offer us His grace to 
help us in this fight. He has given us the Church to 
proclaim and guide us to Truth; the Eucharist to 
give us strength; Reconciliation to bring us back 
into His loving arms. We are offered the example 
and intercession of the saints and fellow soldiers in 
this community of Christians.

Guidelines for Mass Intentions: 
 

The Mass book for 2010 opens on October 1st  and can 
be scheduled for up to a year after opening.  Please 
remember that Canon Law does not allow us to keep 
Mass stipends beyond one year.  The following are the 

guidelines to follow if you are considering 

contributing to the Mass book. 
 

1.  A newly deceased parishioner is allowed four (4) 

masses for their intention during the first year after their 
death.   
 

2.  After the first year of death, any deceased 

parishioner is allowed one (1) Mass intention requested 
for them per year. 
 

3.  Each registered, Parish family unit is allowed one 

(1) Mass intention (which cannot add to and exceed the 
four (4) total for a recently deceased parishioner, or the 
one (1) for any deceased individual as mentioned above.) 
 

4.  If a family wishes to leave more Mass intentions this 
is allowed.  These will be placed in our non published 
records and may be scheduled and/or celebrated at the 
parish’s and/or priests’ discretion without prior notice, 
but rest assured they will be celebrated. 
 

5.  Masses may also be sent away to the Office for the 
Propagation of the Faith.  These intentions may be 
celebrated by priest in our own diocese who do not have 
full Mass intention schedules or they may be sent to 
International Mission priests.
