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Sunday Readings 
 

First Reading:  God could have remained alone, but 
instead chose to create a whole universe of incredible 
variety.  Adam, made in God’s image, cannot remain 
alone, either.  Although Adam doesn’t witness Eve’s 
creation, he instantly recognizes her as part of him when 
he awakens.  This is the first marriage, and that flash of 
recognition is repeated again and again as men and women 
leave their parents to “become one flesh.”   
 

Second Reading:  This short reading emphasizes that 
Jesus is one like us: “He who consecrates and those who 
are being consecrated all have one origin.”  Jesus became 
human, “lower than the angels,” so that we might be 
perfected.  Having taken on our flesh, Jesus knows from 
experience (not through sin) all the trials we endure.   
 

Gospel:  The Pharisees challenge Jesus on the subject of 
divorce.  Although Moses permitted this act, Jesus cites 
the Genesis story and says that divorce is a human 
invention: it was not part of God’s plan from the 
beginning.  Jesus states that a marriage cannot be 
dissolved, and that the divorced person who marries again 
commits adultery.  The Christian community from early to 
modern times has struggled with this teaching.  It isn’t that 
Jesus doesn’t understand our struggles, but that divorce is 
simply impossible in the way he views marriage. 

Question of the Week 
 

4. When Jesus was going about, teaching and healing, he 

was one day confronted by some Pharisees who wanted 
to test him about marriage. Jesus answered, clearly and 

firmly, by reaffirming what Scripture had said... 

 By making them male and female God 
established the complementarity of the sexes, for a man 
leaves his father and mother in order to be joined to his 
wife in that union of love that permeates all levels of 
human existence….The union that makes them one 
cannot be broken by any human authority; it is 
permanently at the service of the children and of the 
spouses themselves. Thus the love between a man and a 
woman in marriage is a love that is both faithful and 
fruitful. It is a holy love, sacramentally symbolizing the 
union of love between Christ and the Church, as Saint 
Paul wrote to the Ephesians : "This is a great mystery, 

and I mean in reference to Christ and the Church.” 

5.  Fοr these reasons, the Church will never dilute or 

change her teaching on marriage and the family. 

 Fοr these reasons, the Church rejects any 
attempt through the practice of polygamy to destroy the 
unity of marriage, and any attempt through divorce to 

destroy the marriage bond. 

 For these reasons also the Church states clearly 
that marriage should be open to the transmission of 
human life. …. God desires that this tremendous power 
to procreate a new human life should be willingly and 
lovingly accepted by the couple when they freely choose 
to marry. Parenthood has a dignity all of its own, 
guaranteed by God himself. On my part I owe it to my 
Apostolic Office to reaffirm as clearly and as strongly as 
possible what the Church of Christ teaches in this 
respect, and to reiterate vigorously her rejection of 

artificial contraception and abortion…. 

7. When the Church holds up before you the ideals of 
Christian marriage and the Christian family, when she 
insists that the love of husband and wife and the love of 
parents should be marked by generosity, she knows that 
there are many factors today that threaten family life and 
tempt the human heart. The selfish pursuit of pleasure, 
sexual permissiveness and the fear of a permanent 
commitment are destructive forces. As a good mother, 
the Church stands by her children in difficult times ; she 
stands by the couples who experience difficulties in 
abiding by her teachings. With love and with an 
understanding of human weakness, but also with an 
understanding of the power of Christ's grace in 
individual human hearts, the Church constantly 
challenges her children.

Guidelines for Mass Intentions: 
 

The Mass book for 2010 has opened and can be 
scheduled for up to a year.   The following are the 

guidelines to follow if you are considering 

contributing to the Mass book. 
 

1.  A newly deceased parishioner is allowed four (4) 

masses for their intention during the first year after their 
death.   
 

2.  Each registered, Parish family unit is allowed one 

(1) Mass intention (which cannot add to and exceed the 
four (4) total for a recently deceased parishioner). 
 

3.  If a family wishes to leave more Mass intentions this 
is allowed.  These will be placed in our non published 
records and may be celebrated at the parish’s and/or 
priests’ discretion without prior notice.   
 

4.  Masses may also be sent away to the Office for the 
Propagation of the Faith.  These intentions may be 
celebrated by priest in our own diocese or they may be 
sent to International Mission priests. 
 

5.  A $5.00 donation is suggested for each Mass.
