Twenty-Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time — October 11, 2009

NOTES FROM THE PASTOR:

This past week, we celebrated the funeral of Diane (Diny) McAfee. Diny had a severe illness when she was a baby, and it left her
severely handicapped. She could not walk, speak or take care of herself for all intents and purposes. She was very, very dependant
on the charitable care of others. Doctors indicated she would not live beyond 8 or 10 years old. This week, when we buried her, she
was 65. One of her doctors indicated to a caregiver that she was the oldest person he knew of who had the illness she had as a child.

In my homily, | related that Diny’s life, though extremely challenging for her and others, was worth living. All who took care of or
were associated with her said they loved her, she was an angel, a sweetheart etc. Though she couldn’t really talk, she could
communicate, and those who knew her best said she had the full range of emotions and expressed them distinctly. But | know the
one she expressed the most was HAPPINESS. Her life, because it was extraordinary, gave HOPE to many people; it also allowed
them to give that gift of Christian Charity, which is the ability to love and care for others. What a tragedy it would have been if it
was decided that, because this child was inconvenient and would likely be a burden on society, she needed to be disposed of.

I recalled the movie “Million Dollar Baby” about a young female boxer who was injured in a fight and became paralyzed from the
neck down. In the end, she decided that she couldn’t live that way and convinced her coach to give her an overdose of adrenaline,
which killed her. What an awful message. Definitely, there was a difficult and painful life ahead but could there not have been some
value in it if it had been given a chance? My firm conviction is YES! Diny’s life is proof of it. Despite the fact that she did not lead
what most consider a “normal” life, she had a purpose. Circumstances changed her life, but God used that life to make an incredible
difference in many other people’s lives. LIFE is worth living, and all forms of human life should be respected and cherished. Diny
is just another example of how true that statement is. God’s grace is everywhere. We just have to open our eyes and we will see it.

Sunday Readings

First Reading: In this reading, we hear from the book of
Wisdom, which was attributed to Solomon but was
actually written much later. It describes a wise man who
asks God for prudence and wisdom. Wisdom is
personified as a beautiful woman, more precious than gold
or silver. The wise man prefers wisdom to everything
else—power, money, or health.

Second Reading: The second reading gives us another
image of God’s wisdom. Here, God’s word is compared
to a two-edged sword, which can lay bare the “reflections
and thoughts” of every heart. God knows everything we
think and do. Through God’s word, we can begin to know
ourselves.

Gospel: The overarching theme of the Gospel is the call
of Jesus. A man asks Jesus how he can attain a greater
holiness than what is possible by merely following the
Commandments. Jesus loves this holy desire, and calls
the man to give away what he has. But the man cannot
respond; he away sad because he cannot let go of his
possessions. Since riches are a sure sign of success, if a
rich man cannot enter heaven, who can? Jesus then states
the key words of the Gospel: “For human beings it is
impossible, but not for God.” It is only with God’s help
that we can respond to the Gospel call of radical self-
abandonment to God’s will.

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Question of the Week

The Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us
that one of the reasons that God became man was to
give us an example of holiness, to teach us how to
live. In this week’s Gospel, we see Christ doing
precisely that

God had given the Jewish people the 10
Commandments and the rest of the Mosaic Law
thousands of years ago on Mount Sinai. For
centuries, whether they were wandering the desert,
conquering the Promised Land, suffering in exile,
or bearing Roman rule, they followed what God
had told them in the Law and through the prophet.
It was their guide, their way of life.

Jesus came not to nullify the Law and the Prophets,
but to go beyond them. In order to attain heaven,
we cannot just avoid doing evil, we must also do
good. We must follow the example of Christ who
sacrificed everything for love of us. We most love
others more than possessions and love God above
all others. One can follow the entire law and not
love, but one cannot follow Christ without loving
Him and those whom He loves.

That is the new law that Christ came to give to us, a
law of love and of sacrifice. It is so easy for us to
become attached to material things, like the rich
young man in today’s Gospel. We like our things,
our creature comforts. We like the sense of
security, and of superiority, that they can bring. We
become so attached to these things, that we are
unwilling to give them up, even for the sake of
God. When we become attached to material things
or even receiving notice and praise, we forget to
make God the center of our lives; we forget that
people are more important than things; and we
forget to love.

Are we willing to give up everything if He asks?
Will we leave mother and father, house and land,
brother and sister for the sake of the Kingdom? God
does not ask everyone to give up everything, but He
does ask that we be willing to give up everything. If
not, we are making something else, something
ultimately fleeting, more important that God, when
we should desire Him above all else.
