/OTES FROM THE PASTOR: 
 

You will soon begin seeing notices in the bulletin about a blood drive here at I.H.M. on the Friday after Thanksgiving.  I 
was contacted by Dawn Gable, the coordinator for the Red Cross here in town, who asked if we would be willing to 
sponsor a blood drive.  I have been giving blood since I was in college, myself, and believe it is a very simple and 
effective way to promote life, as well great act of stewardship.  They asked us to try to get 25 people to donate blood.  
Well, I would think that we can do better than that; in fact, I would hope that we can double that.  So, if you have given 
blood in the past and are eligible to give again, call the parish office and ask Sr. Mary to sign you up.  If you have never 
given blood before but have thought about it, now would be a great opportunity to take that next step.  The Red Cross 
tells us that the holiday season is one of those times of year when they simply never have enough blood.  Travel 
increases, and winter months make even walking a bit more treacherous, thus accidents increase and with them the need 
for more whole blood.  To make matters worse, the difficulty of getting out plus colds and flu decrease the number of 
people who are able to donate blood at this time of year.  The need is urgent, so help us get a healthy jump on the holiday 
season with a very successful blood drive.

First Reading:  Elijah begs a widow for a drink of water and then for some bread.  The prophet could go to the wealthy 
people in Zarephath, but he asks this poor woman for help instead.  In spite of her great need, she gives Elijah what she 
has.  From the little she offers, God makes enough.     
 

Second Reading:  The writer of this reading describes the rituals of the Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur), when the 
high priest offers a sacrifice to free the people of their sins.  This sacrifice, offered in a manmade sanctuary with “blood 
that is not his own”, must be repeated year after year.  But the sacrifice of Christ, who entered into heaven with an offer 
of his own blood, supersedes all other sacrifices.  In His Second Coming, he will not take away sin, but bring salvation.   
 

Gospel:  This Gospel recounts the familiar story of the “widow’s mite.”  Jesus notices the rich people donating huge 
sums of money to the treasury, then he sees a poor window put in two small coins which were worth almost nothing.  
Jesus was probably the only one who even noticed her gift.  He tells His disciples that she had donated far more than the 
others.  This statement must have stunned them.  God measures our giving not by how much we give, but by how we 
give.  The rich gave what they easily could spare, while the widow gave her “whole livelihood.”

Question of the Week 
 

 How often do we think that we don’t have time to 
pray? How often to do we fail to help those around us 
because we’re just too busy with all the things in our own 
lives? How often do we think we don’t have enough 
money to put into the collection or to donate to a good 
cause? So many of us tend to give to God only out of 
what we have left after we’ve done everything else.  
 
 This week’s readings with the stories of the two 
widows remind us how we should approach giving to 
God. In both stories the widows gave something that 
seemed so small, but it was all they had to offer. They 
gave despite the great cost to themselves. They gave 
because they were answering God’s call and trusted that 
He would provide for them. 
 
 So often we, who have so much, give God the 
leftovers rather than the first fruits. The widows, who had 
so little, gave all that they had. God has given so much to 
us: every good thing comes from Him. We are called to 
make a return to Him, giving back to Him out of what He 
has given us. Let us be more like the widow, giving 
joyfully from our first fruits not grudgingly from our 
leftover scraps.
