�OTES FROM THE PASTOR: 
 

Making a resolution on New Year's Day is a time-honored tradition. Earlier celebrants of the holiday went 
through elaborate rituals to chase away the ghosts of the past. While the Chinese used cymbals and 
fireworks, others used rites such as exorcisms and purifications. Ceremonies, involving bonfires, 
processions or parades, often had masks that symbolized the dead. 
 

The logic behind these traditions is that the demons of the past were eventually exorcized by denouncing 
past sins, bad habits, and frailties. A clean slate would provide a release from the bonds of ill health or 
oppression.  While making New Year's resolutions is consistent with the history of closing the door on the 

past year and looking ahead to peace and prosperity, many people make New Year's resolutions that are promptly 
broken, abandoned, or forgotten. 
 

As we approach the end of this church liturgical year and prepare ourselves for a new one with the first Sunday of 
Advent, let us all resolve to use our mouths to pray more and curse, gossip, and criticize less.  Then, when the secular 
New Year rolls around on January 1st, we can confirm that resolution and redouble our efforts toward lives of holiness.

First Reading:  God is seated on a throne like a great and powerful king, and the Son of Man comes before Him to 
receive “dominion, glory, and kingship.”  His power embraces everyone on earth, and His kingship will last forever.   
   

Second Reading:  This reading from Revelation draws heavily on imagery from the book of Daniel.   Jesus is described 
as “the faithful witness, the firstborn of the dead, and ruler of the kings of the earth.”  He has won His kingship not by 
power, but by love.  He gave His blood for us in order to make us into a “kingdom” of priests, offering praise to God.  
The reading ends with words that express God’s power over time, words that are echoed in the Easter Vigil liturgy, “I 
am the Alpha and the Omega, . . . The one who is and who was and who is to come.”  
 

Gospel:  Today’s Gospel describes Pilate’s interrogation of Jesus in John’s narrative.  It is clear to the Pilate that Jesus 
poses a political threat; otherwise, why would His own people have handed Him over?  Pilate utterly fails to understand 
Jesus’ answer: “My kingdom does not belong to this world.”  The literal minded leader cannot see that Jesus is indeed a 
king, but a king of paradox.  His rule comes through obedience to His Father, His riches through self-emptying, His 
glory through suffering.
