“Answering the Call” 
 

Lights are up on houses, Santa is appearing in all the Malls, 

and holiday tunes are blasted in stores and every radio 
station. It’s clear to see Christmas is right around the 

corner. But what happened to the original Christmas? Where 

“Merry Christmas” wasn’t replaced by “Happy Holidays” 
or “Season’s Greetings”? Where nativity scenes were still 

being sold in corporate stores? Where there was a “no room 
at the inn” sign instead of a “sold out” sign? It seems in 

today’s growing commercialized society, the true meaning of 

Christmas is slowly slipping away. The thought of 
celebrating the birth of Jesus is pushed behind opening 

presents and eating a huge feast. But why shouldn’t we 
celebrate the greatest gift we have ever been given—the gift 

of a Savior; the gift of being saved?!
