�OTES FROM THE PASTOR:

 What amazes us each time when we listen to 
these words of the Magi is that they prostrated themselves 
before a simple baby in his mother's arms, not in the 
setting of a royal palace but, on the contrary, in the 
poverty of a stable in Bethlehem. 

 How was this possible? What convinced the Magi 
that the Child was "the King of the Jews" and the King of 
the peoples? There is no doubt that they were persuaded 
by the sign of the star that they had seen "in its rising" and 
which had come to rest precisely over the place where the 
Child was found. But even the star would not have 
sufficed had the Magi not been people inwardly open to 
the truth.
