%otes from the Pastor 
 

The Salina Diocesan Pastoral Plan “Stewards of Hope” is not set to start for several months, but across the Diocese much 
preparation is underway to help implement this plan.  In our own parish, we have a committee that has been formed to 
implement this plan.  The Staff, Parish Pastoral Council, and Stewardship committee are being asked to assist in that 
goal as well.  The pastoral plan is broken down into four phases, each of which will be emphasized in consecutive years 
targeting a specific area for our Parish and Diocese to grow in faith.   
 

The first phase concentrates on “The Spirituality of Parish Life.”  Of course the Mass will play a large part in this phase, 
but so will the other sacraments.  Our Bishop wants us to emphasize the Sacrament of Reconciliation is a particular way.  
One goal in the plan reads as follows.  “Priests are strongly encouraged to preach and teach regularly on the 

importance of the Sacrament of Penance and encourage its frequent celebration by making it available regularly at 

convenient times.”  
 

With that being said, Fr. Joshua and I would like to get a little bit of a jump on the game and start offering confession 
times a bit more often.  We discussed it and decided that providing the opportunity before each of the Masses on the 
weekend would fit the bill best for “regularly at convenient times.”  Therefore, starting next Sunday, October 3, not 
only will we be in the confessionals on Thursdays at 5 and Saturday afternoons at 4, but at least one of us (unless we  
are simply not available) will be in the confessional a half an hour before the Sunday morning Masses. 
 

We are hopeful that this will enable people to engage the Sacrament of Reconciliation more frequently in their lives and 
grow in the grace of this beautiful gift that God has given His church.

Question of the Week 
 

  How many times have you heard someone say, or 
said yourself, “If only God would do such-and-such, then 
I would believe in Him.” “If only God would do 
something extraordinary and prove that He exists, I would 
follow Him.” When we ask these things, aren’t we like the 
rich man in the gospel parable who asked to go back to his 
brothers as proof? We would do well, then, to pay 
attention to Abraham’s response. 
  The rich man and his brothers were not ignorant. 
They had heard the law and the prophets, that they had a 
responsibility to help those less fortunate and to treat 
others well. Yet, they found ways to justify their behavior, 
to claim that Moses and the prophets weren’t really 
suggesting that they help someone like Lazarus. They 
knew they should be doing more, but chose to ignore the 
law and the prophets, demanding a greater sign before 
obeying. 
  Isn’t that what we are doing when we demand 
signs from God before we follow? We know the 
Commandments, how we are called to treat others, and 
what the Church teaches, but fail to follow them. Often 
we are trying to justify or excuse our own sins and 
failings, so we remain purposely unconvinced. We 
demand greater signs before obeying, yet, like Abraham 
predicted of the rich man’s brothers, would find ways to 
remain unconvinced regardless. 
 Rather than demanding signs, this week, let us 
believe and follow God, let us recognize with the newly 
beatified Blessed John Cardinal Newman that in faith as 
in other things, “If we insist on being as sure as is 
conceivable... we must be content to creep along the 
ground, and can never soar.” 
 

Question of the week : 

What message from the prophets or the Gospel do I 

need to listen to instead of demanding signs? 

“To Us, Through Us” 

Looking forward to this coming year was the main priority 

of the September 15th CYO/ROC meeting.
